The committee advises, irrespective of parties, to vote for candidates who assure to safeguard the basic 

tenets of the Constitution- Equality, Fraternity, Secularism, Social Harmony, and Security of every section 

of society. 

Please utilize your vote for the overall progress and development of the nation, and the vile intentions of 

communal and casteist politics is eliminated. 

As a criteria for selection, the ideal candidate is one from whom constructive efforts in the generation of 

employment, eradication of poverty, safety and empowerment of women, peace and communal amity, 

enhancement and right to education, freedom of the press can be expected. 

A popular demand of the economically weaker section is that Art. 341 of the Constitution provides for 

reservation to members of Scheduled Castes irrespective of their religions . However, by para 3 of an 

executive order called Constitution (SCs) Order 1950, Muslim & Christian SCs were excluded on the basis 

of their religions.  This violates provisions of Art. 14, 15,16 , 25 & 341 of the Constitution. Therefore , 

please support the candidates who are publically willing to get this discrimination corrected. 

Above all, IMPAR Political Advisory Committee implores the community should fully participate in the 

Election to ensure it is fair and unbiased, and as per the guidelines of the Election Commission. All eligible 

members should go out to cast their votes and also motivate next door neighbours to follow suit.
